CTA Member Principles:

* Maintain and/or increase state and federal funding
for rural broadband networks.

* Minimize state and local overbuilding of existing
private networks by collaborating with local rural
companies to provide the most reliable and long-
term sustainable broadband networks.

e Ensure that Net Neutrality principles are applied
equitably across all networks and providers. Net
Neutrality should be national standards and not done
state by state.

e Support non-discriminatory and competitively neutral
access to all public Rights-of-Way (ROW) and private
easements, including pole attachment agreements
and rates.
